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Od pocetka sustavnog razminiranja do
2025. godine, pronadeno je i unisteno
100.400 minskoeksplozivnih sredstava te
gotovo 268.500 komada neeksplodiranih
ubojnih sredstava.

Prema Nacionalnom programu protuminskog djelovanja
Republika Hrvatska planira u cijelosti ukloniti minsku opas-
nost na podrudju Republike Hrvatske najkasnije do 1.
ozujka 2026. godine. Preostalo je razminirati Sume uglav-
nom brdsko planinskog podrucja u dvije hrvatske Zupanije
— Licko-senjskoj i Sisacko-moslavackoj. Minski sumnjiva
podrudja ugrozavala su i dalje ugrozavaju Zivote i imovinu
lokalnog stanovnistva. Ona su ujedno i ko¢nica odrzivom
regionalnom razvoju, prepreka ucinkovitoj protupozarnoj
zastiti i nadziranju drZzavne granice.

Cilj projekta je razminiranje ukupno 48.720.648 m?
(4.872,06 ha) Suma i Sumskog zemljista od MES-a i NUS-a,
od cega 1.023.355 m? (102,34 ha) u Karlovackoj zupaniji,
36.947.168 m? (3.694,72 ha) u Licko-senjskoj Zupaniji,
4.635.821 m? (463,58 ha) u Sisacko-moslavackoj zupaniji i
6.114.304 m? (611,43 ha) u Splitsko-dalmatinskoj Zupaniji.
Aktivnost ¢e se provoditi na 76 radilista, odnosno podrudja
na kojem se obavljaju poslovi razminiranja, a ¢ija je granica
utvrdena idejnim planovima razminiranja.

Od 1996. godine od mina je stradalo 610 osoba, od kojih
207 sa smrtnim ishodom. Ujedno, obavljajuci svoj posao,
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od mina je stradalo 134 pirotehnicara, a njih 40 je nazalost
poginulo.

Dovrsetkom svih aktivnosti projekta CROSS Il omoguciti ¢e
se ucinkovito smanjenje minski sumnjivog podrucja, pobol-
j$anje sigurnosti gradana i turista u RH, zastita zdravlja i
Zivota ljudi, zastita okolisa i oc¢uvanje imovine.

According to the National Mine Action Program, the
Republic of Croatia plans to completely eliminate the mine
threat in the entire territory of the Republic of Croatia by 1
March 2026 at the latest. The remaining hazardous areas
are mainly mountainous, forest areas in two Croatian coun-
ties — Lika-Senj and Sisak-Moslavina. Hazardous areas have
been and continue to be a threat to the lives and property
of the local population. They are also an obstacle to
sustainable regional development, effective fire protection
and state border surveillance.

The aim of the project is clearance and land release of
48,720,648 m? (4,872.06 ha) of forests and forest areas
from mines and UXO, of which 1,023,355 m? (102.34 ha) in
Karlovac County, 36,947,168 m? (3,694.72 ha) in Lika-Senj
County, 4,635,821 m? (463.58 ha) in Sisak-Moslavina
County and 6,114,304 m? (611.43 ha) in Split-Dalmatia
County. The activity will be carried out on 76 demining
work sites, i.e. areas where clearance operations are carried
out, the boundaries of which are determined by prelimi-
nary demining plans.
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Since 1996, 610 people have been injured by landmines,
207 of whom have died. At the same time, 134 deminers
were injured by mines while performing their work, and 40
of them unfortunately died.

The project is implemented within the framework of the
Competitiveness and Cohesion Programme 2021-2027,
with co-financing from grants by the European Regional
Development Fund, with the maximum co-financing rate of
eligible costs being 62%.
